Challenges

• The social & economic gap 
increasing between: 
� Rural/remote & urban areas; 
� Ethnic minorities & majority; 
� Clarify positive and negative impact of 

economic reforms; 
� Amongst provinces & inside provinces

• The poorest people are 
geographically separated/isolated, 
different languages, ethnicity and 
culture

• Quality of social services

Agro-eco-system-analysis
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Impact on 300 farmers’ fields



Main Findings

• Farmers who have participated in a 
maize FFS have improved the 
income from maize cultivation with 40 
% on average.
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Poverty alleviation

• Each farmer produces maize on 
3,100 m2

• They make an extra income of 
95 USD / season

• This is 190 USD extra per year
• Normally one HH has 5 

members
• This is 38 USD more per person 

per year



Cost efficiency

• 40% increase of net income for 
15,000 trained farmers, 

• Each ha provide 319 USD extra per 
season = 638 USD/year

• Each farmer produce maize on 3,100 
m2 = 4,650 ha 

• In one year this is 2,966,000 USD
• Total costs of project is 2,168,000 

USD  over the 4 years
